
2025 Yorkshire Senior & U23 Fell Running Championship race

The Flower Scar Fell race hosted by Todmorden Harriers was the 47th Men’s Championship race 
and the 22nd Women’s race, the championships were last held here in 2015, when Ben Mounsey 
Calder Valley Fell Runners and Victoria Wilkinson Bingley Harriers won the Seniors and Tom 
Saville Dark Peak Fell Runners and Joanna Rycroft Leeds City AC took the U23 titles.

On a great sunny day 2024 English MV40 champion Doni Clarke Todmorden Harriers lifted the 
trophy with Martin Howard Calder Valley Fell Runners the Silver, while Joe Baxter Pudsey and 
Bramley AC took the Bronze. Joe is ‘Mr. Nearly Man’ having won four Silver medals in 2018, 
2022, 2023, 2024 & three Bronze medals in 2017, 2019 and this year.
2023 and 2024 British MU19 Inter County champion Sam Bentham Ilkley Harriers won his second 
Yorkshire title having won the 2023 MU19 title and here he lifted the Alistair Brownlee MU23 
trophy which definitely meant a lot. Two times a BU13 and BU15 champion Louis Hudson 
Keighley and Craven AC won the Silver to go with his 2024 MU23 English bronze medal, while 
Kole Broadfoot-Cox Queensbury Running Club took Bronze.
Calder Valley Fell Runners won their seventh Men’s team title.
2023 champion Rose Mather York Knavesmire Harriers lifted the Norman Berry trophy for the 
second time, having won in 2023 to add to her 2024 Silver and 2022 Bronze. Katie Walshaw 
Holmfirth Harriers a two time champion, 2017 and 2021 took Silver this time, while Helen Smith 
Wharfedale Harriers took Bronze to add to her WU17 Gold in 2000.
Wharfedale Harriers won the Women’s team for the fifth time.
